Spiritual Disciplines & Expectations of Glacierview Youth

i. Our Youth Program exists to serve, love, and fellowship with the young people of Homer, Alaska & the surrounding areas, and the family of Glacierview Baptist Church. Photidzo  You†h is designed to reach out to young people in Junior-Senior High (7th-12th grade).  We are not here to seclude, exclude, or delude anyone!  All are welcome to attend and join in!

ii. Photidzo  You†h exists primarily to glorify God in all we do (1 Corinthians 10:31). We are also looking to be the Salt & Light to a lost world for the cause of Christ (Matthew 5:13-16).  We desire to see young people saved, changed, growing, and on fire for the Lord.

In keeping with the above general statements, here are some specific disciplines and expectations that are to be upheld by our core youth (regularly attending youth servant leaders):

1. Living a life that can testify to others clearly that you are a believer, follower and example of Christ (1 Peter 2:11-12).
2. Glorifying God by living consistent, godly, Christian lives that are without habitual sin (Gal. 5:19-23).
3. Leading others by humbly serving them, sacrificing self, and setting the example (1 Tim 4:7-8, 12).
4. Demonstrating an evident growing mature relationship with Christ that is without substance abuse or addiction of any nature (1 Peter 1:13-16).
5. Positively encouraging others with your life regularly without negatively influencing them by your actions, words, or life choices. Popularity is not your goal, put-downs are not your method, and the peer pressure you give is that of pressure to conform to the image of Christ (like Paul – 1 Cor. 1:11).
6. Your desire to evangelize the lost without shame of reputation is evidenced in your interactions with others (Romans 1:16).
7. You show respect to the authority over you through honor, obedience and support and therefore gain the respect of others for yourself (Romans 13:1-3).

If the above guidelines are offensive to you and cannot be followed, than perhaps you need to first, re-evaluate your walk with the Lord, and second, establish the purpose you have in participating in the Glacierview Youth Program. If you cannot or will not abide by these basic biblical principals after self-evaluation and fully support the Glacierview Youth Program, then please do not continue attending and affecting others negatively.

If the above guidelines and expectations of core Glacierview Youth encourage, revive, and impassion you to grow in your relationship with Christ and lead others, than pray how you might be able to better follow them, live them, and teach them to others.  God has given His children the power and ability to become mighty for His cause, are you willing to be?
